Sessional Instructor to teach DSGN 434 – Introduction to Structures. This course will be 
taught Winter 2026, Mondays, 9:30 am – 12:15 pm. Some additional time in the form of office 
hours for students is expected. This is a course for UCalgary undergraduate students who 
are preparing to apply to the Master of Architecture program. 
 
Course Description 
Focus on structural analysis, including the characteristics and performance of various 
structural components and sub-assemblies, basic structural design calculations, and 
professional terminology and structural conventions. 
 
Requirements 
The successful candidate will have completed at least a master’s degree in design or a related 
discipline and ideally have prior teaching experience at the post-secondary level.
